Seeking the Face of God

“But seek ye first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added unto you” Matt.6: 33.  “Seek Me and ye shall live.  But do not seek Bethel, nor enter Gilgal and pass not to Beersheba; for Gilgal shall surely go into captivity and Bethel shall come to nothing.  Seek Him that maketh the Seven Stars and Orion, that turned the shadow of death into morning and makes the day dark as night.  He calls for the water of the sea and pours them out on the surface of the earth.  The Lord is His name” Amos 5 vs. 4 – 8.

A number of people seek the Lord when they are in trouble; when they are looking for jobs, seeking spouses, fruits of the womb, seeking healing or deliverance from the shackles and stronghold of Satan.  But as soon as they are delivered and relieved by God, the excuse game begins.  People throw all manner of excuses to defend their unwillingness or failure to serve and worship God.  Oh I was too busy, Oh I have to pay my bills, too old, too young, too sick, too tired, Oh I have to be at XYZ party, Oh I have to do ten shifts or work three jobs to make ends meet!!!  “Lord in trouble they visited thee, they poured out prayer when thy chastening was upon them.  Like as a woman with pregnancy that draweth near the time of her delivery is in pain, and cried out in her pangs; so have they been in thy sight, Oh Lord” Isa. 26 vs. 16-17.

But God cannot be fooled; He is a jealous God and a Mighty Sovereign God of just recompense.  He knows the hearts of all people.  He provides only temporary deliverance and relief to demonstrate that He is God.  He delivers you out of all your troubles in demonstration of His unwavering faithfulness.  “Come unto me, all ye that labor and heavy laden and I will give you rest.  Take my yoke upon you and learn of me, for I am meek and lowly in heart and ye shall find rest upon your souls.  For my yoke is easy and my burden is light.”  Matt. 11 vs. 28 – 29. Yes the Lord will give you rest from all your troubles, from all your enemies, and all your problems but in turn you must also take up Lord’s yoke – that is to worship and serve Him in truth and spirit; to keep His commands and to rest your faith and trust absolutely on Him.  It is not an option.


All your excuses for not serving and worshipping Him zealously are rendered completely null and void by God’s uncompromising stand; “ Fear God and keep His commandments for this is the whole (only) duty of  man.” Eccl. 12 vs. 13.

“Even every one that is called by my name; for I have created him for My Glory; I have formed him, yea I have made him” Isa: 43: 7.  The primary purpose of your creation is to serve as a source of pleasure unto God.  “Thou art worthy Oh Lord to receive glory, honor and power; For thou hast created all things and for thy pleasure; they are and were created” Rev. 4 vs. 11. God cannot be mocked or deceived.  When you receive from God and thereafter withdraw from Him – giving all manner of excuses, whatever He has given unto you He takes back. He says in Joshua 24 verse 20, “If you forsake the Lord and serve strange gods, then He will turn and do you hurt after He hath done you good.”

It is important to understand that the world is evil and is constantly under siege and storm of problems and hurricane of devastation and disasters.  Witches, wizards, occultists, fraternities, workers of wickedness, and principalities of evil are actively at work 24 x 7; seeking those to devour, families to wreck havoc upon and homes to inflict with tragedies. Oh, what lullaby, peace and joy we often forfeit; what needless pain, fear, and turbulence we often suffer, simply because we have not totally surrendered our lives to Him.  “Those who occupy themselves with the worthless things of the world, forsake their own mercy” Jonah 2 vs. 8.  
The glory of a nation that forsakes God will become a thing of history. Homes that have no time for God will remain an haven for demons, and families that are not totally anchored on Jesus will be a ready target and prey for vulturous witches and wizards, while individuals who trust on their own wealth, intellect, power or self sufficiency will soon see how empty, defenseless and prone they are to the prospect of vicissitude. 


The sovereign God of the universe has this to say to those who ignore God and those who see Him as triple ‘A’ or an extra tire that is only relevant in time of trouble:
